Dear Members,

We hope that your preparations for the up and coming season are underway
and are going well. This memo contains a summary of the main points that were
raised by organizers and team managers at the recent AGM in Swanton. Any
concerns or questions raised by the points covered here can be submitted for
consideration at the Club Managers Review planned for July?.

1.1 Deciding League Positions

There was some confusion on the part of certain managers who were of the
opinion that goal difference should be the decisive factor in the determining of
league positions for those teams with the same tally of points. We would like to
settle this once and for all by stating that the number of goals scored is in fact the
decisive factor and this is not “optional” but binding.

The reasons for this are manifold but the single most important one is that this
promotes and encourages a more attacking style of play. Since we introduced
this rule, the days of dull draws have come to an end and teams who are winning
comfortably are no longer content to sit back and play out a match.

We have to keep in mind that the sport we promote is fundamentally a
spectator sport and, as such, we need to give people something to watch. This
system has worked well in other leagues around the country and we remain
convinced that it will continue to have a positive impact on our own. Therefore

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we intend to stick to this system and request that managers pass on this
information to their players and any other club staff.

1.2 Final League Positions

It was pointed out that the final table as printed in the Worthington & Gusset
Herald was mistaken on a number of points; specifically the incorrect number of
points for Drywall United and the misprinting of the number of goals conceded by
Shepherds Grote Xl. Please find below the corrected version for the top three
teams for the season. Other teams were unaffected.

We ‘
therefore request that the markings shown right be '
considered the bare minimum. Markings should be made
with chalk dust as several park wardens have recently -

complained about the use of gloss paint.
